This volume contains the papers presented at a student research forum during
the SOFSEM 2002 conference. The SOFSEM 2002 Student Research Forum was
held on November 27th, 2002, in Milovy, Czech Republic.

SOFSEM (SOFtware SEMinar) is an annual five day international conference
devoted to the theory and practice of software systems. Its aim is to foster co-
operation among professionals from academia and industry working in various
areas of computer science. The SOFSEM program consists of a series of Invited
Talks, given by prominent professionals and researchers, and Contributed Talks
selected by the Program Committee from submitted papers. This year was the
SOFSEM conference accompanied by the Student Research Forum. The main
purpose of the SOFSEM Student Research Forum is to publish and discuss
students’ projects in the field of theory and practice of informatics.
